Method 3: Direct Edit of DataStore Active Table Through a Data Browser

This method is particularly useful for sites that are not technically deep and as a result are not comfortable with the other more complicated approaches. This method has the benefit of being relatively simple to understand and is straight forward to implement.
A single transparent database table contains the active data of a DataStore object. SAP’s naming convention for assigning the active DataStore object to a database table is /BIC/A[DataStore object name]00. In this example, Z_ODS is located in database table /BIC/AZ_ODS00. We completed the following examples on an SAP demo system, so the field names may vary from the previous examples. At most sites, the security in place does not allow this method, especially for a production system, so you would have to make special arrangements with security administrators to change data using this method. 

In addition to the security risk, you need to also be aware of two other potentially negative aspects of this method. First, it is questionable whether this is an SAP-approved method. Second, if the DataStore object you’re editing generates deltas to a downstream data provider, such as an InfoCube data mart, you need to reload the downstream target through full reload. Directly editing the active DataStore object table disrupts the delta mechanism. 

To edit a table directly in an SAP database, you can use transactions SE11, SE12, or SE16. In this example, you’ll want to set the attributes of the table so that you can modify them, so you should use transaction SE11 (Figure 1). Then click on the contents icon on the toolbar, which allows you to change the data.

Figure 2 shows the screen that allows you to select the record that you want to edit. Enter the key to the record to edit in the Data Browser selection screen, and press F8 (Execute) to retrieve the record to the editing screen.

After changing the data, you can see the changes reflected in Manage Data Targets as shown in Figure 3.
