Intrastat Customizing Details  

In the following paragraphs, you can find the main customizing settings that need to be done in order to run the Intrastat business case in SAP for Import Goods.

Figure 1 shows the main customizing steps in MM needed in order to set-up in customizing Intrastat.
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Figure 1 Intrastat customizing steps in MM
Step 1. Define the commodity code length per country. The aim of this step is to define the standard length of commodity codes per country (normally eight digits) as required by local authorities. You can use the Enterprise IMG transaction VI68 or menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Basis Data for Foreign Trade > Length of Commodity Codes > Import Code Numbers by Country. Create two entries, one for import and another for export, for each European country (Figure 2).

Step 2. Create or change commodity codes and the corresponding supplementary unit of measure. Here, you need to define the commodity codes, which become available in the pick list in the material master and the purchasing documents for the countries of your plants. You can use Enterprise IMG transaction OVE1 or menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Basis Data for Foreign Trade > Define Commodity Codes > Import Code Numbers by Country > Field selection (Figure 3).

Step 3. Default the business transaction type into purchasing documents. Defaulting the business transaction type is a legal requirement for the report that is linked to the country of declaration and purchase order document type. You can use the value 11 as a standard for the final purchase. Use the Enterprise IMG transaction OMG5 or menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Basis Data for Foreign Trade > Define Business Transaction Type and Default Value (Figure 4).

To use the business transaction types that you defaulted in the previous transaction, you have to link them to each country. Use the Enterprise IMG transaction OVE4 or follow menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign trade Customs > Basis Data for Foreign Trade > Define Commodity Codes > Import Code Numbers by Country > Field Selection (Figure 5).

Step 4. Create incompletion data settings per country. You need to create incompletion checks for each country at the header and item level of your purchasing documents in order to make sure that all appropriate Intrastat data is entered for reporting purposes. The checks are customizing activities that help the user track the data to be entered in order to have an Intrastat declaration without any missing data. You can use the Enterprise IMG transaction VI29 or menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Control of Foreign Trade Data in MM and SD Documents > Incompletion Procedure and Description (Figure 6).

Now you’ve come to the incompletion procedures. Incompletion procedures are used to track the relevant fields that users should enter in order to have an acceptable declaration. You should now have two distinct incompletion procedures per country. One is the header and the other is the item level. For example, for Italy, the header level is IH and the item level is II. Then, according to the country’s legal requirements, select the fields you need to have as mandatory (Figures 7 and 8).

Step 5. Define foreign trade data in MM and SD documents. The aim of this step is to define warning/error message in the purchasing documents with the Incompletion procedures. You can use the Enterprise IMG transaction VI49 or menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Control of Foreign Trade Data in MM and SD documents > Foreign Trade Data in MM and SD Documents (Figure 9). 

Create an entry per country to be used as the incomplete header and incomplete item data schemas created in the previous step to set the incompleteness message as an error. Be careful not to activate the TM-CustOff (Customs Office) if the customs office has not previously been assigned to the modes of transport. Check the Incomp. (Incomplete Log) check box so that you can use this functionality in your purchasing documents to track any missing relevant data.

Step 6. Define the import screens for purchasing documents. You need to define the scenarios in which you want the foreign trade screens to pop up for maintenance during the processing of the purchasing documents. You can use the Enterprise IMG transaction OMGT or menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Control of Foreign Trade Data in MM and SD Documents > Import Screens in Purchasing Documents. Leave the value of the field Imp. (Import) Data blank, as shown in Figure 10. This way, only EU imports trigger the foreign trade screens to pop up for maintenance.

Step 7. Check the incompleteness and data summarization settings. The incompleteness and data summary settings should be populated by default. Otherwise, there could be missing data that is not reported to the users. This screen is where the foreign trade fields are set as relevant to the Intrastat report and noted for the error log for when you run transaction MEIS. The error log provides the details of the missing relevant data to be entered. You can use the Enterprise IMG transaction VEB1 or menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Periodic Declarations > Control Data > Log of Incomplete Items - Aggregation Criteria - Individual Maintenance. Figure 11 shows the default fields available for the country of Italy. Note that when an entry is selected in change mode, the system response message can be defined for each import and export.

Double-click Bus. Transaction type in Figure 11 and you’ll automatically be taken to the screen shown in Figure 12, which shows the details for the Business [Bus.] Transaction Type field. You should review and modify the values of each field required for a correct declaration based on your legal requirements.

In customizing, you can define which Intrastat screens you want called up during the creation of a purchase order or scheduling agreement and when. Follow menu path Tools > Customizing > IMG > SPRO - Execute Project > SAP Reference IMG > SAP Customizing Implementation Guide > Materials Management > Purchasing > Foreign Trade/Customs > Control Foreign Trade Data in MM and SD Documents > Import Screens in Purchasing Document (Figure 13).
